1. Green Valley Ranch is located just five minutes from the Las Vegas 
McCarran International Airport (LAS). Regular shuttle service is 
available to and from the resort.

2. Deluxe accommodations for the NFFS Annual Meeting at the Green 
Valley Ranch are available at a special rate of only $230.00, single or
double, which also includes the resort fee. There is also a baggage-
handling charge of $7.00 per person roundtrip and a daily housekeep-
ing service charge of $2.00 per room. Rates are also subject to Clark
County Room Tax, currently at 10%. Information on the cost and 
availability of suites can be provided upon request. All rooms are on
the European Plan. Check-in time is 3:00 PM. Guests arriving earlier
are assigned rooms as they become available. The hotel will try to 
comply with all special accommodation requests (location, type of bed,
etc.) as available at check in, however specific rooms cannot be 
reserved in advance. Check-out time is 12:00 Noon.

3. The cutoff date for early registration and hotel reservations is 
September 8th. After that, accommodations will be reserved on a
space-available basis. A one-night deposit is required to guarantee your
reservation request. You may use any major credit card to secure your
hotel reservation. (Be sure to include your card number and expiration
date on the meeting registration form.)

4. Optional activities are not included in the registration fee. Participation
fees are as follows: the Founders' Classic Golf Tournament (Sunday,
10/11) - $125; (Non)-Iron Chef Competition (Sunday, 10/11) - $150.
Payment for optional activities must also be added to the registration
fee payment. Should an event be cancelled due to minimum participa-
tion requirements, fees paid in advance will be refunded, but 
individuals who cancel their participation less than three (3) days prior
to an event will forfeit their prepaid fees.

5. Confirmation letters will be sent on receipt of registration, including 
information on car rentals and shuttle service to and from McCarran
International Airport. Additional information or specific requests relative
to the meeting should be directed to NFFS at 847-299-0950.
